Bucks Hornets Bucks Hornets was formed in 2008 with one team of U14 boys from 

Aylesbury, Milton Keynes and the surrounding area, with the aim of 

producing elite basketball players and a successful Junior National League 

club.  In their rookie season the team went on to win the South II Region  and  

reach the final  Elite 8 in the National Playoffs. In 2009, the club expanded 

to 3 teams of U14 and U15 boys, and U14 girls. In 2010 the number of 

teams increased to 6 and 80 players:  U13, U14, U15, and U16 boys, 

and U14 and U16 girls.  The  U16 boys being placed in the 

Premiership  League, which has the top 20 U16 teams in the 

Country.
